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The Shokotsu River flowing to the Sea
of Okhotsk joins together with a
tributary at Takinoue, growing narrow
and flowing rapidly, creating many
small and large falls. The name of the
river is derived from “so kotsu,” a term
meaning waterfall basin in the Ainu
language. The gorge in Takinoue is
called Kinsenkyo, which is known for
its dynamic and beautiful scenery.
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The 5.4-km trail along the Shokotsu
River has been selected as one of
Japan’s 500 most beautiful walking
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The Shokotsu River is a mecca for fly fishing. Takinoue was the first place in Japan to
declare its intention to institute catch-and-release regulations to protect both the local
fish population and the enjoyment of anglers.
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Islets are found in the small and large ponds. The mysterious scenery has been created
by the workings of nature over long periods of time. Ukishima Wetland is home to a
variety of wildlife including aquatic plants, alpine plants and wild birds.
